3. Use the last columns to record At Bat {AB}, Runs (R), Hits
(H), Runs Batted In {RBI), Doubles (2B), Triples (3B}, Home
Runs (HR), Basc on Balls {3B), Strike-outs and Errors (E).
To record the Pitcher's performance, put down how many
Innings Pitched (IP), Hits (H). Bases on Balls (BBJ,
Strike-outs (S0O) and Errors (ER).
5. If you've purchased separate cartridges, you may record
the play-by-play in the OTHER TEAMS section.
